Position Summary

for feeding horses. This role also includes cleaning stalls and pens, watering animals, brushing horses, and 
moving them from pasture to their nighttime pens.

We are seeking help 2–3 days per week, with at least one of those days being a weekend day.

The ideal candidate is detail-oriented, organized, reliable, and confident managing multiple responsibilities 
in a dynamic ranch environment. Prior horse experience is a MUST. Please note: you may not bring your 
child to work with you.
